November in the Garden 

 
• Late-fall fertilizing can help keep 

lawn green into winter and boost 
early spring recovery. 

 
• Clean up and discard fallen leaves 

and fruits around fruit plants to 
reduce disease carryover. 

 
• Remove dead, diseased, or damaged 

branches. 
 

• Put cages or metal barriers around 
first year bushes and succulent 
trees to protect from rabbits and 
rodents. 

 
• Protect the graft union on rose 

bushes by mounding soil or chopped 
leaves up around the plants. 

 
• If you are planning a ‘live’ 

Christmas tree, prepare the hole 
before the soil freezes. 

 
• Apply winter mulch to strawberries 

when plants are dormant but before 
temperatures drop below 20 
degrees Fahrenheit.

Meeting called to order at 6:37 p.m. by Vice-
President Nancy Johnson, in absence of 
President Kate Saunders.  
 
Minutes of September meeting approved as 
corrected to include Patti Leiskau in list of 
attendees; motion by Dorothy Shaver, second 
by Lee Shaw. 
 
Book Review: Hope McIntyre gave a synopsis of 
a book by Jerry Baker, “Backyard Problem 
Solvers,” which includes a recipe for a potion he 
calls “bulb snack.” 
 
Treasurer’s Report: Terry Kramer submitted 
monetary requests for funding background 
checks for volunteers, treasurer’s expenses, the 
community garden, and liability insurance. The 
liability insurance is a new policy that would 
cover all MG events, including both plant sales, 
and would cover all MGs and others attending. 
Thank you notes were received from the 
following county libraries: New London, 
Weyauwega, Iola, and Sturm Memorial in 
Manawa. Each library was given $50.55 to 
purchase horticultural periodicals. As of 10-06, 
our checking account balance was $(see Terry!) 
After accounting for dedicated funds for 
scholarships, food pantries, Budwit Gardens, 
and the Verna Radtke Memorial, available funds 
total $(see Terry.) 
 
Lee Shaw questioned if our non-profit status is 
threatened by the size of our bank account. Pat 
Ritchie said that what she has been told is that 
only if our income exceeds $25,000.00 would 
there be any question of our status, and that the 
size of our account is not relevant. Terry Kramer 
said that other organizations to which he 
belongs have much larger financials, and their 
status is not threatened. Pat Ritchie gave 
examples of other MG associations whose 
financials are much larger than ours, such as 
Madison area and SEW, for whom it is not a 

problem. Nancy Johnson asked if those 
organizations are incorporated as a 501C3; 
Pat’s response was negative, and that the only 
reason to incorporate would be to enable us to 
accept a large donation that the donor could 
then use as a tax deduction. 
 
State Rep’s Report: Pat Ritchie attended the 
Central District Rep’s meeting in Hancock, 
where the rep’s decided to share ideas for 
programs at meetings. Pat found out that a MG 
named Mrs. Potts is available to present a 
program on turning flower pots into “Pot People.” 
The information was given to Ila Saunders, for 
the program committee. Pat announced that the 
Waushara County MGs are having a bulb sale 
on Saturday, Oct. 11, from 9 ‘til 3, at Wautoma 
High School. The Madison Area MGs are again 
selling copies of their garden journal for $13.00. 
Members who placed an order with Pat tonight 
will save the $2.00 shipping charge, as Pat will 
be able to place an order, pick them up at a 
meeting, and deliver them at our next meeting. 
Pat has been re-elected to another three-year 
term as central district rep to the MG state 
board. 
 
Old Business 
Membership Committee: Connie Jess Zolkoske 
thanked the members for turning in their time 
sheets on time this year, and commented that 
they were done well, leading to many fewer 
phone calls having to be made by the 
membership committee. She also thanked 
Nancy Johnson for her great job of chairing the 
Fall Plant Sale.

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“What have you learned about 
gardening this year?” 
 
Thanks to the following gardeners for 
sharing their thoughts to this month’s 
newsletter question. 
 
All summer I have heard people comment on 
the lack of honeybees in their gardens.  I had 
honeybees in my garden; I also had 
hummingbirds and butterflies.  I attribute 
the presence of bees in my gardens to several 
things that I do to encourage their presence.  I 
plant rows of flowers between my rows of 
vegetables.  I also plant primarily heirloom 
varieties of plants.  I do not use chemical 
fertilizers or pesticides in my garden.  But 
my secret weapon to attracting honeybees is 
"Bees' Friend."  "Bees' Friend" is an old-
fashioned heirloom herb with beautiful purple 
flowers.  As befits its name, the bees love this 
plant and make the flowers hum with bee 
activity.  This flowering herb can be ordered 
from the catalog, Seed Savers out of Iowa.

While on a family camping trip to the 
Apostle Islands, I learned a tremendous 
amount about the environment of the 
islands from the National Ranger 
presentations.   First, ferns are among the 
oldest groups of vascular plants on Earth.  
These plants reproduce by emerging as 
“fiddleheads” from the rhizome or producing 
spores that are easily dispersed by the wind.  
The shape of the spore is one clue to fern 
identification.  Ferns may also be identified 
by how the leaflets.  The most common ferns 
there were the spinulose woodfern, interrupted 
fern, and the oak fern.  Secondly, in the 
bogs, sphagnum moss was prevalent.  The 
moss is like a sponge, absorbing ten to 
twenty times its weight in water.  The moss 
was used by Native Americans to create a 
“diaper” for their infants!  Only special 

plants can survive in these bogs.  For 
example, pitcher plants use color and scent to 
attract and drown insects in their sugary 
solution.  Round-leaved sundews have tiny 
leaves covered with sticky glands that hold 
their prey while it’s leaves close around them.  
I would recommend a visit to the area.  It was 
beautiful, interesting, and rejuvenating!

Global Worming   
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2009 MG Brown Bag "lunch-time" 
Wisline Teleconference Series

Besides the recent 2008 increasing fuel and 
food costs and economic 
events,  some food related echoes are also 
being heard from around the 
state:   1.  "As of October 2008, one in 10 
people in Wisconsin have responded 
that they have a lack of food for the 
table...they are going hungry";  2.  "As of 
October 2008, urban communities hosting 
community gardens have already allocated 
all of their available gardening spaces for 
the 2009 growing season and are looking 
for additional sites."; 3.  "Received this fall, 
are an increase of home gardening 
questions from public clientele as to garden 
site preparation, vegetable choices, 
pest management, etc. as they plan for the 
coming year." 
 
In response to the above food situations, 
the monthly 2009 Master 
Gardener Brown Bag series will be focusing 
on many of these food production issues.  
This year, specialists from both the 
Agriculture and Natural Resources and 
Family Living program areas are teaming 
together for the series of Wisline 
presentations.  
 
The 12-1 PM monthly Brown Bag ETN 
Horticulture Programs are educational 
programs offered generally the last Friday of 
each monthly except holiday months (i.e. 
NOV and DEC and sometimes other 
months with key holidays) when the 
program is held one week earlier than the 
holiday weekend: note dates).  The 
programs are designed for statewide Master 
Gardeners and other persons interested in 
horticultural topics. 
 
The first program is January 30,2008, 
Fruit Production: The Year In-Review  
Dick Weidman, Superintendent Peninsular 
Agricultural Research Station will share his 
observations on the performance of various 
fruit crops during the 2008 growing season.  

He will also share the observed effects and 
impacts of the wet spring, followed by the 
drought of 2008 on certain fruit cultivars.  
The Peninsular ARS has been testing and 
evaluating cultivars for Wisconsin for years.  
Join us for an update on fruit crop 
performance. 
  
The second program is on February 27 
titled Community Gardens. 
A community garden is a collaborative 
greenspace in which the participants share 
in both the maintenance and the rewards. 
There is a long tradition of community 
gardening in various parts of the United 
States and around the world. Management 
approaches to community gardens can be 
classified into two major categories: 1) 
individual plots, and 2) common 
greenspace. In the individual plot approach, 
the garden is subdivided for personal use, 
as in the “allotment” system: individual plots 
can be chosen, randomly selected, or 
assigned. Individual plot management often 
is used for vegetable gardening. In the 
common greenspace approach, garden 
members cooperate in managing one area. 
Often, each member is responsible for a set 
of tasks within the shared area. Common 
greenspace management is used for a 
variety of garden types. Some examples 
include: ornamental landscapes: pocket 
parks, community beautification; clean-up of 
degraded urban landscapes and 
educational gardens: used for job training, 
horticultural demonstrations, outdoor 
classrooms. Join us in discussion about and 
the starting a community garden.

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Pumpkin Torte

1 box yellow cake mix 
1/2 cup butter 
1 egg 
1-16 oz. can pumpkin 
2 eggs 
3/4 cup  sugar 
1 tsp. cinnamon 
2/3 cup milk 
1/4 cup sugar 
1/4 cup  butter 
 
Save 1 cup dry cake mix.  Add 1/2 cup 
butter and  1 egg to remaining  mix and 
blend  well.  Spread into a 9 x 13 cake pan.  
Combine pumpkin, 2 eggs, 3/4 cup sugar, 
cinnamon, and  milk.   Mix well and spread 
over crust.  Combine remaining dry cake 
mix, 1/4 cup sugar,and dash of cinnamon,  
and 1/4 cup butter.  Mix and sprinkle over 
pumpkin layer.    Bake in a preheated 350 
oven for 45 minutes or until done. 
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
