Fall Color Fast

Transplant hardy mums during the peak of their
bloom. They are one of the few perennials that
will tolerate such a harsh move.

Fertilize / Pruning

Do not fertilize anything or prune any actively
growing plant. New growth will be stimulated
and get nipped by winter weather. Do, however,
cut back perennials felled by frost and pull up
dead annuals.

Garden Hoses

Empty and remove hoses and water timers and
store to prevent winter damage. Reminder,
hoses left on a house can contribute to burst
pipes later on. Shut off the water supply to
outdoor faucets before the first frost.

Rose Care

Tender rose bushes are usually pruned to about
24 inches. Place an 8-12 inch mound of soil
over the crown. Place mulching over the plants
after the ground freezes. This will help prevent
the alternate freezing and thawing of the ground
that does so much harm.

Our November program will be “Fungi Fun”,
presented by John Kubisiak.

He will address identification of selected
edible and poisonous wild mushrooms.

The Waupaca County Fair report was
presented by Pat Ritchie. The Waupaca
County Master Gardener Volunteers display
was very attractive.

Chairperson Nancy Weasner gave her
report on the 2007 Fall Plant Sale. Gross
receipts were $1527.90.

Miniature Roses For The Holidays

Garden.org is a national website that offers
information regarding many aspects of
gardening. This is a site worth checking
out. Dardick’s article included the following
information regarding miniature roses.

Late fall is the best season to introduce
yourself to florist minis. They're widely
available, they're inexpensive, and they're
perfect for indoor holiday decorations. This
article describes the kinds of miniature
roses you can buy and suggests ways to
use them. It also describes how to grow
them indoors or in your garden.

What's a Miniature Rose? For the most
part, miniature roses are scaled-down
versions of full-sized roses, and while they
vary in many ways, all mini roses have
small, rarely fragrant flowers. All can be
traced back to a common ancestor, the
China rose (Rosa chinensis minima). Plants
can range from micro-minis (5 inches or
less) to 3 to 4 feet or even larger. Flowers
can be anywhere from 1/2 to 2 inches
across, with a color range as broad as for
full-size roses.

Mini roses are naturally outdoor-tough
plants. They are perfectly hardy year-round
in USDA Hardiness Zones 7 through 11.
Given a good cover of snow or mulch, they'l
survive winter as far north as zone 4.
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Square Watermelons

shelves. Smart Japanese Farmers have
forced their watermelons to grow into a
square shape by inserting the melons into
square, tempered glass cases while the fruit
is still growing on the vine.

FALL LAWN CARE

From August 15 to Thanksgiving is a great
time to take advantage of cool weather to
keep your lawn healthy all year long. Doing
the right thing for your lawn now makes it
healthier in the spring. The first thing to do
is repair any areas of dead grass or places
that are full of weeds. This is the best time
to plant seed or lay sod. Next, control
weeds that have taken over areas where
your lawn is weak. You will want to fertilize
your lawn twice during this 2.5 month period
-- the first time around labor day weekend.
Remove thatch buildup and finally, mow y
your lawn until grass stops growing
sometime in late October or early
November. This helps lawns thicken up for
the winter.

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Hickory Nuts Are Dropping Just In
Time For The Holidays

Trees in the genus Carya (fron Ancient
Greek kary “nut”) are commonly known as
Hickory. A dozen or so of the 17-19 species
are native to North America.

The nuts of some species are palatable,
while others are bitter and only suitable for
animal feed. Some as the finest nut trees
regards shagbark and Shellbark Hickories,
along with the Pecan.

When cultivated for their nuts, note that
because of their self-incompatibility, grafted
trees of the same cultivar cannot pollinate
each other. Two or more different cultivars
must be planted together for successful
pollination. Seedlings (grown from hickory
nuts) will usually have sufficient genetic
variation.

1 tablespoonful gelatin
2 cupfuls scalded milk
yolks 3 eggs

Y2 cupful sugar

Ya teaspoonful salt

1 teaspoonful vanilla

1 cupful whipping cream

Dissolve gelatin in cold water. Add boiling
milk, salt, and sugar. Pour the mixture on
beaten egg yolks, stirring constantly. Cook
in double boiler ten minutes. Remove from
fire and cool. When it begins to set, fold in
the cream whipped stiff. Allow to stiffen.
Put between and on top of Angel Food
baked in long tin and split. Cover with
shaved pecans and maraschino cherries.
(Note: Try those freshly gathered hickory
nuts instead of store bought pecans!)
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
